CAVOC Information
The area, CAVOC, was named Cedric A. Vig Outdoor Classroom in the late 1970’s. Mr. Vig was the Superintendent of Schools for many years in Rhinelander. He was well known in the area for his “Wood Smoke” column in the local newspaper as well as his radio comments on nature topics. 

CAVOC is used to provide hands-on, outdoor learning experiences that help students acquire the awareness, knowledge, skills and commitment to become responsible people of their natural environment

Challenge Ropes Course
The Challenge Ropes Course is a tool for personal and education growth. The course is a blend of on and above ground activities presented in a prescribed sequence that takes individuals and groups beyond their own expectations.
